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Abstract

This report provides about 600 basic vocabulary of Kara. Kara is one of the
South-Omotic languages spoken in Omo Valley, Ethiopia. To describe the words,
the author establishes 31 consonantal phonemes and 9 vowel phonemes plus a
“length” element, with a small discussion on how to establish phonemes of Kara
in terms of efficiency. The vocabulary list also contains accent, which has a lexical
function in Kara, but its description must be elaborated in the future. The list will
be shared with scholars towards a better language-documentation, comprehensive

description and the classification on the Kara language.
